It’s an accepted truth that two-step garage and r&b have become the soundtrack for urban Britain. But where are the groups illustrating and representing that truth? The ones who look good enough to inspire girls and delight the guys? Who make music with humour and depth? And who are in it for the long haul? Our pin-ups and our points of reference? Enter Lyric.
Make no mistake, Lyric - London born trio Sindy Haque, Danielle Roach and Allyson Brown - are different. They are the first group willing to straddle the dichotomy between quality soul and the contemporary appeal of two-step garage. They are the first group to show us the link between the two genres and get us grooving to their interpretation. Lyric exist to show and prove that classic and the modern can be sustained. 
"When we're out raving, its to two-step, so there's an element of us in that music, but our vocals are very r&b orientated,' reveals Sindy.  But we've created a blend,' explains Allyson. 

Formed two years ago when Sindy met Danielle at an audition, they eventually hooked up with Allyson (a Mobo award winner at 15) who rounded the group into a trio. Collectively they share a studious love of soul music (counting Chaka Khan, Mary J. Blige and Whitney Houston as their favourite artists) and an optimistic, we-can-do-it zest that only youthful talent possesses.

'You know you're passionate about music when everything is bad in your life and you can go into your bedroom, put on a CD, shut the door and just escape into it,' opines Sindy, 'and we all share that passion, and that's why we wanna do this.'
'This' starts with their debut single 'Perm'. But before derision kicks in, rest assured that this hastening, shake-what-ya-mama-gave-ya club cut has nothing to do with hair. For 'Perm' is akin to TLC's 'No Scrubs' and Destiny's Child's 'Bug A Boo': its a relationship critique - a music-related reference to guys. 
Explains Allyson: ' 'No Scrubs' and a 'Bug A Boo' became known as male-bashing songs, but 'Perm' is not directly in that vein. It’s not negative. It’s positive! It’s about wanting a permanent thing, rather than a fling here or there. 'Perm' is all about women saying what they want and holding out until they find it.'
In the ways of all hit anthems, the inevitable club smash track came about by accident and grew over the course of the year the girls have been recording their currently untitled debut album.

'We didn't set out to create this 'girls song',' laughs Sindy, 'we started recording it ages ago and the more recording we did, the more it grew but all the while the lyrics retained their meaning.' 
'Perm', like their album, sparkles with the confidence of self-belief behind it and is resolutely the sound of now. It reflects the group's personality and the needs of 

today’s dance floors.  'Perm' will be Lyric's 'Rewind' and everyone - especially the DJs serviced with an early white label copy at the end of last year - knows it.  The track is bolstered by a guest appearance from General Levy, the UK ragga emcee turned dance maverick who released the classic jungle anthem ‘Incredible’ in the late 90’s.  This mix has also been given the treatment from highly respected two-step producer/remixer Richii D’Face.

'Everyone's hyped about the track. This is about the music, not the money or the fame,' declares Sindy. 'We wanna give people a taste of what we do and 'Perm' and the album will do that'. 
‘Perm’ is released on Virtuosos/Silent Records on September 3rd 2001.
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
